FPC-Boone was founded on January 13,
1939 by ten residents who braved a
snowstorm to meet with members of
Holston Presbytery at Appalachian High
School, now Chapell Wilson Hall, on the
campus of Appalachian State University.
The church officially moved into the
completed Howard Street sanctuary on
April 27, 1941. Since that time, the
church building has been remodeled
and enlarged three times to
accommodate the present congregation
of 385 members.

THE PRESENT

On July 1, 2011, Appalachian State
University will take ownership of the
663 Howard Street building and the

new campus and building just off
